Frequently Asked Questions
regarding the
Lillian M. & William T. Anderson Scholarship Fund Applications


Q. What are the details of the award?
· Scholarships are awarded each year by the end of May/early June.
· The scholarships can be applied towards any education-related expenses at accredited, two- or four-year colleges/universities, and vocational-technical schools in the United States.
· For 2026 each scholarship is $3000

Q. Who is eligible to apply?  
· There are a total of 2 scholarships available: 
· 1 for a Rindge student 
· 1 for a Jaffrey student 

Q. Is a home-school student eligible to apply for the program? 
· Yes, provided the student meets the criteria of the program and submits transcripts and the other required documents.

Q. What are the selection criteria?
· Transcripts/Home School Transcripts
· Academic achievements
· Financial information
· Volunteer or Work Activity
· Personal Essay

Q. Is there a deadline date for submitting applications? 
· Yes, the application period is April through May 15, 2026. 
· Applications must be received on or before May 15, 2026
· Incomplete or late applications will not be considered.

Q. What are the required documents and information needed?
1) Completed & signed Application by both applicant and parent.  Signatures must be legible.
2) Valid email address
3) Valid Phone number
4) Copies of both parent's & student's (if applicable) Federal Tax return.  Must include adjusted gross income and signature page (page 1 & page 2).  Please black out all social security numbers.
5) Copy of Financial Award Letter from educational institution
6) Copy of FAFSA Student Aid Report – Must have applicants name on the report (Page 1 only)
7) High School Transcript:  Grades 9-12
8) Applicant's Essay (attach college/program essay)
9) Letter of recommendation (May not be from a relative)



Q. What are the transcript requirements? 
· A current, complete high school transcript of grades. Grade reports are not accepted. 
· Unofficial or online transcripts must display student name, school name, grades, and credit hours for each course, and the term the course was taken.

Q. How to send (or mail) my application and required documents? 
· Completed applications, together with transcripts, and all other required documentation, may be uploaded and emailed to rindgewomansclub@gmail.com or mailed to:  Rindge Woman’s Club Scholarship Committee, PO Box 343, Rindge NH 03461.  Applications must be received on or before May 15, 2026

Q. How and when will I receive notification of award status?
· All applicants will be notified via email by mid-June 2026 or earlier. 
· Recipients will also receive formal notification via post mail.

Q. How and when are checks issued?
· Seniors participating in graduation ceremonies will receive their checks at graduation if possible.
· For seniors who are unable to participate in graduation ceremonies, checks will be mailed to each recipient's mailing address by mid-June 2026 or earlier.
